ENVIRONMENT
The Environment activities are continuing 
with the monthly litter picks in the Saltings 
and Lusset Glen. We have also restored 
a couple of benches - you may have 
seen a new one at St. Patrick’s well and 
a refurbished one at the Christmas tree 
triangle.

We recently secured some funding from 
the West Dunbartonshire Council Your 
Community grant to produce a series of 
mosaics for the village centre. Children from 
the school have been working on these and 
the panels will be installed on the wall at 
the shops very soon.

HORTICULTURE
It has to be said, it has been a bit of a grey 
summer so far, but AOK Horti Group hope that 
the flower beds planted by AOK are adding 
some colour to village life – although some of 
them are clearly still waiting for more sun!! 
This spring, we created new beds against the 
Kilpatrick Church wall, around the bench at 
the Christmas tree triangle and around the 
benches in Erskine View. Some of the plants we 
bought, but most we raised in the community 
greenhouse in Dalnottar Cemetery and most of 
the planting work was done on our sunny plant-
out day held at the end of May.

We also continue to help maintain the grounds 
of our local Care Home where the efforts of 
members have been very much appreciated. 
We have submitted an application to ‘adopt a 
station’. If successful we will add some flower 
beds to both the Kilpatrick station platforms - 
so fingers crossed! Finally, it has been great to 
welcome new volunteers into the Horti Group 
– more volunteers (and more ideas) always 
welcome!
